Emergency Relief after Cyclone Nargis in Myanmar
Trip Report Laputta (18) (06-07 July)
During last trip, we met a few people from A-Yar-Daw village who were encouraged by government to return their village. We noted that they were in need of assistance and we sent our team to there. The transport charges were borne by the other donor. The boat ride from Laputta to A-Yar-Daw village was 6-7 hours. It was windy and we had to wait for a high tide. There are 250 households with the populations of 580. The number of death was 520. It is a village tract and it has 11500 acres of farming land. Their main professions are farming, producing salt and fishery. The number of death of animals was 370. The government provided 8 tractors and 1 tractor was allocated for 100 acres. More tractors are likely to be distributed from the government. They made a lot business before cyclone. 

They had one primary school which was completely damaged. With the help of MERLIN, they have temporarily rebuilt the school. WFP once distributed 6 pyi (48 cups) of rice for each household.

Trip Report Kyauktan (19) (13 July)
We spilt into two groups and one group went to A-Ngu village located in Kyauktan township under Yangon division. It was 1/2 hr drive by rowing boat from Kyauktan. Through WHO, we were told that the primary school there was completely collapsed. There are 2 monasteries. They use the space of first floor of one Monastery as a temporary school. There are 85 students; 16 are at 4th standard, 11 are at 3rd standard, 15 are at 2nd standard, 13 are at 1st standard and 30 are at kindergarten.  There are 248 households with 880 populations. They do farming and some are casual labors. A local donor offered some school supplies, snacks and UNICEF exercise books for the students. Transport as well was provided by the local donor.

Our future plan
We are planning to phase out from our emergence relief works especially distribution of food and household utensils by the end of July 2008.  Nevertheless, based on the needs, we might consider distribution of food aids and household utensils on a case by case.  With this gradual phase out from emergency relief works, we will shift our efforts towards the rehabilitation and rebuilding lives of the affected people.  For the time being, we are considering based on our field visit and upon the request of the needy to provide aid to agricultural sector such as fuel supply, maintenance fees for tillers, seedlings for plantings, health education training and moral support of the people. Since the area is very wide geographically, it’s impossible to do these rehabilitation activities in all villages with our capacity i.e. all our works rely mainly on volunteers.  Therefore, we must identify the 3 – 5 villages in Labutta, Bogale and Mawlamyaing gyun. We will thus continue our fundraising activities.
